Akagi- jinja Shrine has housed Ushigome’s local
deity for approximately 700 years. During the
Meiji  period (1868-1912), Tsubouchi Shoyo
started a group to study theater here, which was
attended by such notable actors and entertain-
ers as Shimamura Hougetsu and Matsui Sumako.
A café is located on the shrine’s grounds, and is
a good place to take a break after visiting the
shrine or wile strolling around the area.
